and present in school not only demonstrates
success, makes us become disciplined and also

every school day counts. gam is the start of our school day but our classes
open at 8:30am, so students can hang their bags

up, say hello to their teacher and play quietly before school.
We understand there are times when it is necessary for your child to be absent from school if they
are ill or if they are late because they have an appointment. If your child is well, our school
expectation is they should attend school on all days that school is open.
Please inform us if your child will be absent and with explanation so we can better code your
child’s absence. No communication or throw-away explanation e.g. my child will be absent today,
will be recorded as T, for Truant, my other children are home so I'm keeping my child home will be
recorded as E, Explained but Unjustified.
If your child is absent for three consecutive days due to illness, please provide a medical certificate.
The Ministry of Education is monitoring chronic lateness to school and absentees that fall under
codes T and E.
You can record an absence multiple ways - via our website Report an Absence - Chaucer School or
phone the office on (09) 626 6699 and then press option 1 and follow the instructions, or email
admin@chaucer.school.nz. Please note if you encounter an error message via our website, please
be sure to clear your cache, turn off your device and turn it back on which should allow you to
access the page again.
